Introducing the Engeye Scholars Fellowship  

Through the generosity of a local donor, an Engeye Scholars Fellowship program has been created.  This pilot 
program will begin in January 2012 for a nine month term.  The Engeye Scholars Fellowship recipient will live at the 
Engeye clinic in the volunteer housing for the full nine months.  This pilot program will provide Engeye Scholars with the 
ability  to  continue  the  work  at  St.  Gertrude’s  School  initiated by ETC.  This includes an arrangement entered into with St. 
Gertrude’s  school,  as  a  result of the great work of the ETC teens, which will allow Engeye Scholars to issue education 
vouchers  to  28  students  for  attendance  at  St.  Gertrude’s  school.  The Engeye Scholars Fellow will also serve as a liaison 
between the rural and local schools and supporters in our community to further the goals of the classroom sponsorship 
program and will help develop current and future Engeye Scholars program offerings. We want to say a special Thank 
You to the donor who created this program.  (The donor has chosen to remain anonymous.)  
 
We would like to introduce the first Engeye Scholars Fellowship recipient: 

In 2008 I was asked to coordinate the first of (soon-to-be) three medical team missions to Engeye Health Clinic from 
Providence Medical Center in Portland, Oregon. On the 2010 mission, Theresa and Elaine asked if I would be interested in doing a 
little field work for the Engeye Scholars Program. During that two-week period, I had the privilege of entering the homes of potential 
scholars and those of families who already have an Engeye Scholar in school. Working through an interpreter, I immediately 
recognized the great need and importance of this program, and I was deeply affected by the experience.  

So, it is with great pleasure and enthusiasm that I accept the first Engeye Scholars Fellowship. My intention is to provide 
timely and interesting reports (and photographs) of the students, as well as to determine and assist in developing other sustainable 
systems in support of this program and the communities it serves. I am deeply grateful for this opportunity to work with and for the 
families of Ddegeya and the surrounding villages.
